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Steps to Embedding Language in a Life Skills Lesson

1. Establish: What is the content of the lesson? What exactly are students learning about? How can they use this knowledge outside the classroom?

2. Ask yourself: what are the linguistic demands of this lesson? What will students be doing with language in order to learn the content? List those language activities. How might they apply the language learning to real life in other contexts?


3. Think: what are my students’ needs? English proficiency levels? degree of formal education?

4. Choose: What is one language point I could target (or teach explicitly) within this lesson’s linguistic demands, my students’ needs, and application of the language learning in English beyond the lesson’s original purpose?

5. Write: the language objective. Use Himmel article for guidance. The objective is for you, to help you focus on a point of language that makes sense to learn in this context.

Students will be able to…

6. Create: a simple authentic exercise to practice the English skill you targeted. Where do those come from? Use adapted activities from OSY lessons, resources on GOSOSY website, other ENL resources, your colleagues, and some new resources from Alicia.  

7. Check: does the language work I created…
· Come naturally from the content of the lesson?
· Involve listening, speaking, reading and/or writing English?
· Promote useful English skills even beyond the purpose of the original lesson?
